Secretary’s report

The price of another set of the fiberglass ramps will be $1600 new. Everyone agreed it would be more cost effective to build ramps instead. Funattic has informed Jill that they will sell t-shirts at their booth during Cow Days and the band can receive $2 per shirt if we give him a design for our shirts. He also agreed to come to football games and sell shirts if the school allowed anyone to do this.
Jill and Roxie presented information on a fundraiser selling flower bulbs. Jill also presented information on candy sales. Another group at the school is selling candy at this time. No decision was made on either of these ideas.

Jill reported that Charlie Witty has agreed to contact an Elvis impersonator he knows and arrange for a fundraiser if we are interested. Everyone agreed it would be worth checking on dates and doing this later in the year. Jill will provide more information later.

Everyone agreed to have another cookout fundraiser on Saturday while the students are practicing during fall break. Arrangements will be made and info provided closer to time.
