2) Community Performance is scheduled for Friday July 29th at 6pm CST. Parents are asked to donate hot dogs, hamburgers, and desserts to feed the band students. The performance will be at the football field. Food will be prepared starting at 2:30pm CST to be ready to serve by 3:30pm CST. 
3) Fundraising: 

· Update on semi trailer made by Tony-NAPA has donated white paint to replace the blue color of the trailer. An advertising spot will be given to them for this donation. Signs Unlimited under new ownership. Quoted pricing for the ad signs that will be sold as sponsorships to pay the balance of the trailer account were presented by Tony.  The following sizes and prices were agreed upon after a motion was made by Ray Milby, seconded by Regina Wethington and discussed by all present:
· Gold metallic color (Gold level)—2 foot x 4 foot sign $240 first year, $120 rent consecutive years after. A sign will be placed on both sides of the trailer.

· Green metallic color (Green level)—1 foot x 4 foot sign $180 first year, $90 rent consecutive years after. A sign will be placed on both sides of the trailer.

· Black metallic color (Dragon level)—18 inch x 24 inch sign $120 first year, $60 rent consecutive years after. A sign will be placed on both sides of the trailer.

· Red metallic color (Friends of Band)—6 inch x 24 inch sign $90 first year, $45 rent consecutive years after. A sign will be placed on the back door of the trailer. 

· Spirit cards have been ordered and students will begin selling for $10 each on August 4th. Each card has discounts to both Greensburg and Campbellsville businesses and the band will receive 50% profit on each card sold. A prize will be given to the top sellers.

· Funattic clothing store has expressed interest in setting up a booth during the community performance. They offer unique dragon apparel and each item sold by the band will give us 20% profit. Everyone present agreed they should come to the community performance.

· Winston Boils shared with the boosters a possible fundraiser with Dile Reality & Auction. A benefit auction could be arranged and Dile Reality would provide the auctioneer. No decision was made on this.
· Kroger Cards were reviewed and out of 80 cards purchased 40 of them have never been used. A new card will be given to each new band parent again this year and everyone is encouraged to use their card if shopping at Krogers. Since the beginning of this fundraiser we have averaged receiving a $262 a month check from card use. Thanks to everyone who uses their card.

4) Director’s report: 

Ross reported the cost of this years Marching show is going to cost $24,000. He thanked all parents for their time, work and support to ensure our children have what they need to succeed. There is a continued need for volunteers to help with props, concessions and fundraising. Barb asked for shirt sizes for everyone who volunteered for the pit crew in order to get the shirts ordered.
