Fundraising Committee Report

Everyone is encouraged to continue using their cards. Each new band parent will be presented with a Kroger card during band camp as we did last year. Jill Callison has agreed to take over as chair of the fundraising committee with help from Sharon since Sharon is now the co-treasurer. New fundraising ideas were discussed including band day at Dairy Queen and/or Snappy’s (Sharon or Jill will check on this before the next meeting and arrange for this to be done). A TV will be purchased to raffle at the Summersville Days event again this year. Another idea was presented to include a mattress sale at the school. All that would be required of the band kids would be to hand out flyers for the event and if anyone turned in a flyer with the band kids name on it then the band would get $50 and the student $25. Ross will be calling the person back to possibly arrange this event later in the year. Forms have been mailed to the churches for student sponsors for band camp fees.
